Artwork and
crafts must be of suitable quality to be sold, and a sample must be approved by the Arts Center
Staff when the application is filled out. The Arts Center reserves the right to refuse any works
that are judged unsuitable or not made by the youth.

Artists must be responsible for collecting and paying the 6% Michigan sales tax.
